Photographs, with permissions, would enhance this (preferably high definition saved as jpeg on CD). Again we need contact details and full name and address of establishment or person.

· Ideas for links to websites.

· Other information/ sources such as books, centres of excellence, knowledgeable folk, funding pools with dates and areas applicable.

· Organisations that deliver training and professional development

· Information from all over Great Britain. 

Many people have been interested in the project but have said their ideas are in an embryonic state. Please still send them in. We are interested in any pilot projects but please keep us updated as you go along. 

The website won’t be up and running until at the very earliest the end of 2007 but we need to start collating this work now as it will be a long process.
